Dear Parent/Carer  

Year 6 Transition to Tanfield School  

Once again, I would like to welcome you all to Team Tanfield! We feel privileged that you and your 

child have chosen us.  

At Tanfield, we feel that a combination of on-site and online activities will best support your child 

in their transition to Tanfield School. This means that as well as our on-site days - which we are 

very much looking forward to - we also have our online ‘Year 6 Transition Hub’ which can be 

accessed at any time. 
 

Information about each of these is outlined below: 
 

On-site Transition Days:  Monday 3, Tuesday 4 and Wednesday 5 July 2023.  
 

Students will need to be dropped off and collected from the main yard of Tanfield school. 

Students will be given a group A-F and a number which will be emailed prior to Monday 3 July. 

This will be used to direct students to their line up for registration.  
 

The format of the day is as follows:

Morning Meeting: 9:15 - 9:45 

Escorted to P1 
Period 1: 9:50 - 10:35 

Escorted to Period 2 
Period 2: 10:40 - 11:45 

Escorted to lunch  
Lunch: 11:45 - 12:35 

Line up in the yard 
Period 3: 12:35 - 13:15 

Escorted to P4 
Period 4: 13:20 - 14:10 

Escorted to afternoon meeting  
Afternoon Meeting: 14:10 - 14:30 

Escorted to the outer yard 
Collection: 14:30 
 

We will provide all the equipment required for each lesson, so there is no need to send students 

in with pens, pencils and rulers etc.  A packed lunch is optional as we will be providing school 

dinners across the 3 days. Please let us know of any allergies in advance of the visit. You can do 

this via email (sjohnson@tanfieldschool.co.uk) or by phoning the school.
